The aim of The Bachelor Programme in Circus is to educate circus artists who are active within
circus in different environments and contexts of performance or for further studies on second
cycle level.

Programme Structure

The Bachelor Programme in Circus consists of three years full time studies at first cycle level.
The starting points for the Bachelor’s Programme in Circus are skills in circus disciplines,
artistic traditions and artistic innovations so that the student can develop his/her personal artistic
language. The Bachelor Programme in Circus also prepares for studies at second cycle level.
